How much does it cost?

1. Sales charges

You pay no sales charge at the time you invest in Series | units of the Fund.

2. Fund expenses

You don't pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce the Fund's returns. As of December 31, 2024, the Fund's expenses were 0.02% of
its value. This equals $0.20 for every $1,000 invested.
