What does the Fund invest in?

The Fund invests in high qudlity, value-priced common shares of Canadian companies with an expectation for significant profit and dividend growth. It seeks to
generate longer-term growth in value and dividend income from its holdings. The Fund is permitted to invest in securities outside of Canada and has the flexibility

to invest up to 49% of its assets in non-Canadian securities.

How risky is it?
The value of the Fund can go down as well as up. You could lose money.

One way to gauge risk is to look at how much a fund's returns change
over time. This is called "volatility".

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How has the Fund performed?

This chart shows how Series O units of the Fund performed in each of the past 2 calendar years. The Fund didn’t lose value in past 2 calendar years. The range
of returns and change from year to year can help you assess how risky the Fund has been in the past.

How much does it cost?

The following tables show the fees and expenses you could pay to buy, own and sell Series O units of the Fund. The fees and expenses - including any trailing
commissions - can vary among series of a fund and among funds. Higher commissions can influence representatives to recommend one investment over
another. Ask about other funds and investments that may be suitable for you at a lower cost.

1. Sales charges

You pay no sales charge at the time you invest in Series O units of the Fund.
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2. Fund expenses
You don't pay these expenses directly. They affect you because they reduce the Fund's returns. As of December 31, 2024, the Fund's expenses were 0.18% of

its value. This equals $1.80 for every $1,000 invested.
